On the same theme of healthy children, I must remind all parents that if your child is unwell in the morning or has a
temperature you should not bring them to school until the next day when they are better or their temperature is back to
normal. It is not fair on your child to come to school unwell and it is also not correct that other children or staff may
become ill as a consequence. If a child comes to school and is not well, we will call you to come and collect your child.
