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Introduction

A child grows through gradual stages of
learning the concepts of right and wrong
through experience, observation, and
repetition.

General Framework for Student
Protection and Behavior Management

To ensure a safe, supportive, and inclusive
school environment, a very important
structure has been established:

Responsibilities of the Child Protection
Team

e Receiving reports and complaints related
to suspected abuse, neglect, or
exploitation.

e Conducting preliminary investigations
with complete confidentiality and
professionalism.

e Providing psychological and social
support to affected students.

e Deciding on referrals to official authorities
when suspicion is confirmed.

e Following up on cases until closure in
coordination with the concerned external
agencies.

Referral to Official Authorities

In the event of serious suspicion of
psychological, physical, sexual abuse, or
exploitation, the case is referred to:

e The Ministry of Education (Private
Schools Licensing and Follow-up
Management).

e The Child Protection Centre under the
Ministry of Social Development.

The referral is made after an internal
preliminary investigation ensuring the best
interests of the child and maintaining
confidentiality.

Principles of Investigation and Ensuring
Justice

The school is committed to the following
principles to ensure fairness and justice in
handling all complaints:

o Confidentiality: Protecting the privacy of
all parties involved.

e Fair Hearing: Guaranteeing the right of
the complainant and the accused student
to present their accounts.

e Parental Involvement: Informing and
involving parents/guardians at
appropriate stages of the process.

 Non-Discrimination: Applying disciplinary
procedures consistently and equitably.

e Comprehensive Documentation: Keeping
secure and detailed records of all
investigations and actions taken.
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Mechanism for Classifying and
Structuring Violations in the Student
Behavior and Discipline Policy

The Student Behavior and Discipline Policy at
our school is based on the classification
system adopted in the Ministry of
Education Decree No. (2025/588)
regarding student discipline regulations,
while considering the unique characteristics
of the school environment and the
developmental stages of students across
different educational levels (Elementary,
Middle, and High School).

Violations are organized according to clear
and standardized criteria as follows:

1. Violation Name

Each violation is assigned a clear and direct
title that accurately reflects the specific
negative behavior being addressed.

2. Violation Definition
The definition provides a concise explanation
of the behavior, clarifying:
e The nature of the violation.
e The context in which it occurs.
e Any relevant conditions associated with
the behavior (e.g., timing, presence or
absence of a valid excuse).

3. Violation Category

Each violation is classified into one of three
main categories based on its severity:
Category (1): Minor violations.
Category (2): Moderate violations.
Category (3): Serious violations.
Category (4): Serious and dangerous
violations.

The categorization serves as a reference for
determining the appropriate level of
corrective action required.
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4. Educational Stage

It is essential to consider the student’s
developmental and age characteristics when
evaluating violations and determining the
appropriate action.

5. Authority to Take Action
The policy specifies the individuals or bodies
authorized to take appropriate actions,
usually including:

e The classroom teacher

e The pastoral team

e The school Administration

The Guidance and Counseling Team has the
authority, based on the severity or
recurrence of the violation, to move directly
from an initial remedial action to subsequent
interventions, without adhering to the
traditional sequential progression of
responses, ensuring the best educational
outcome and preserving a safe school
environment.

6. Positive and Remedial Actions
Dealing with violations follows a graduated
system involving two types of responses:

Initial Positive and Remedial Actions:
Such as individual student counseling,
educational guidance, contacting
parents/guardians, and investigating the
underlying causes of behavior.

Advanced Remedial Actions: Such as
signing written commitments/pledges,
temporary suspension from participation in
school activities, or assigning additional
educational tasks to correct behavior.

All procedures must maintain proportionality
to the nature and severity of the behavior.
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7. Special Notes
Some violations may be accompanied by
additional explanatory notes regarding:
e Specific circumstances for applying
actions.
e Criteria for assessing the severity of
behavior.
e« Any administrative instructions necessary
to ensure consistent and fair application
across cases.

Policy for Addressing Parental
Violations and Abuses

Against Staff and Teachers

The school is committed to providing a
respectful and safe educational environment
for all parties involved in

the educational process, including teachers,
staff, and parents. This policy is established
in response to the need for a clear
regulatory framework to address verbal

or physical abuse by parents or their failure
to comply with official instructions. The
purpose of this policy is to protect the
dignity of staff and teachers and to ensure
the smooth functioning of the educational
process.

Definition of Violations

First: Verbal Abuse

Verbal abuse includes any form of insulting
or degrading language directed toward any
staff member or teacher at the school
whether in direct communication or through
various communication channels (such as
phone or email). This includes:

1. Threatening or intimidating language,
whether explicit or implied threats.

2. Mocking or ridiculing staff or teachers in a
way that diminishes their respect or causes
embarrassment in front of others.

Second: Physical Abuse

Physical abuse involves any behavior that
includes attempting or committing a physical
act against any staff member or teacher,
including:

1. Attempting to commit physical assault,
even if it was

not carried out.

2. Behaviors that threaten physical assault,
such as raising a hand or making aggressive
gestures intended to intimidate staff
members.
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Policy for Addressing Parental Violations and Abuses Against Staff and Teachers

Third: Non-compliance with
Instructions:

Non-compliance with instructions refers to
the ignoring

or refusal to follow the policies and rules in
place at the

school, including:

1. Ignoring specific guidance or instructions
provided by the administration or teachers
regarding appropriate behavior on school
premises.

2. Failing to adhere to procedures or
protocols for formal communication with the
school or staff members.

Restriction Measures

Depending on the severity of the violation,
the following penalties may be imposed to
limit the parent’s direct interaction with the
school, ensuring the safety and protection of
the school environment and its members:

A. Conditional Communication

Restricted Access to the School without
Special Permission:

o If it is determined that the parent’s
presence at the school may cause disruption
or pose a threat to staff or students, their
access to the school is prohibited.

e In urgent cases, the parent is only allowed
to enter the school with special permission
from the school administration, after a
prearranged time and location have been
set.
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Policy for Addressing Parental Violations and Abuses Against Staff and Teachers

Communication Allowed Only via Email
or Phone:

e The parent’'s communication with the
school will be restricted to specific channels,
such as email or phone.

e Only designated staff, like the principal or
the school counselor/sueprvisor, will be
allowed to handle communication with the
parent, ensuring that it remains formal and
controlled.

e Direct or unregulated communication with
teachers or other staff is strictly prohibited.

B. Banned from Meetings

Prohibition from Attending School
Meetings and Events:

oIf the parent’s presence at school meetings
or events poses a threat or disturbance, they
will be banned from attending such
gatherings.

C. Supervised Entry

Entering the School under Supervision
by Administrative or Security Personnel:
